The Magna Carta established the principle of
limited government, in which the power of the monarch, or government,
was limited, not absolute. This document provided for protection against
unjust punishment and the loss of life, liberty, and property except
according to law. It stipulated that no citizen could be punished or kept in
prison without a fair trial. Under the Magna Carta, the king agreed that
certain taxes could not be levied without popular consent .Although the
Magna Carta was originally intended to protect aristocracy, and not the
ordinary citizens, it came in time to be regarded as a cornerstone of
British liberties.
